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Teacher/instructor-led versus student-led simulation

SIMBEGIN implemented in the curriculum at the master of
Midwifery in Stavanger:

-Focus on Safety 2 rather than Safety 1

Premade scenarios

Focus on the facilitator role and the debrief- promote reflection
using the tool CORE

Student take responsibility for their own learning
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4 good habits- a tool for communication
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-Invest in the beginning-building trust

-Elicit the patient’s perspective

-Demonstrate empathy

Invest in the end-plan-make sure the other feels that the
interaction was satisfying
